I. DAVID IS MADE KING OVER ALL ISRAEL, chapter 5

A. David is enthroned over all the tribes of Israel, vv. 1-6

B. The seat of government is established at Jerusalem, vv. 7-25

1. David establishes his capital at Jerusalem.

2. A house is built for David, and more sons and daughters are born to him.

3. God assures David of victory over the Philistines.
II. THE ARK IS BROUGHT TO JERUSALEM, chapter 6

A. Preparation is made to bring the Ark of the Covenant to Jerusalem, vv. 1-15

1. The Ark is set upon a new cart (which it shouldn’t have been! – Exodus 25:14-15).

2. Uzzah touches the Ark, which was forbidden (Numbers 4:15). 
a. NO ONE was to touch the Ark!
b. There is an important principle here: good motives don’t justify wrong actions!
B. There is rejoicing over the Ark, vv. 16-23
III. GOD MAKES A COVENANT WITH DAVID, chapter 7 

A. David is concerned about the dwelling place for the Ark, vv. 1-3 
B. God’s promises to David, vv. 4-17

1. David would have a son who would succeed him in becoming king.

2. David’s son would build a “house” for God (the Temple).

3. God’s mercy would remain with this son of David.

4. David’s house (Judah) and kingdom would be established forever (see Luke 1:31-33).

C. David’s prayer, vv. 18-29

1. These promises overwhelm David, and he acknowledges the greatness of God!

2. God is great, and His people are great!
