I. DAVID’S VICTORIES, 8:1-18 

A. David defeated his enemies, vv. 1-14.

1. This includes the Philistines, the Moabites, the Zobahites, the Syrians, and the Edomites.

2. David takes the spoils of war.

B. David reigned and executed judgment and justice, vv. 15-18

1. “Judgment” = a sentence that is formally pronounced; a judicial decree.

2. “Justice” = righteous principles that governed David’s decisions.

3. His “governing cabinet” is named.
II. DAVID’S KINDNESS TO MEPHIBOSHETH, 9:1-13

A. David desires to show kindness to any remaining of Saul’s house, vv. 1-4

B. David shows kindness to Jonathan’s son, MEPHIBOSHETH, vv. 5-13
III. DAVID’S DEFEAT OF AMON, 10:1-19

A. David desire to show kindness to the descendants of the king of Ammon is rebuffed, vv. 1-5.

B. The Ammonites and the Israelites prepare for battle, vv. 6-19

1. The Ammonites align themselves with others to defeat Israel.

2. Both the Syrians and the Ammonites flee from before Israel.

3. The servants of Haderezer make peace with Israel.
