2 Samuel Chapters 1-4
I. SAUL’S DEATH, Chapter 1 
A. The Report of Saul’s Death, vv. 1-10

B. The Reaction to Saul’s Death, vv. 11-27

1. David and his men mourn, weep, and fast over the dead of Saul and Jonathan.

2. The man who had slain Saul is put to death.
II. DAVID’S CORONATION, Chapter 2 
A. David is Anointed King, vv. 1-7

1. David is crowned king in the city of Hebron (his second anointing – see 1 Sam. 16:13).

2. David praises the men of Jabesh-Gilead for recovering Saul’s body.

B. Civil War, vv. 8-32

1. Saul’s surviving son, ISHBOSHETH, is anointed king by Abner, Saul’s commander.

2. Civil war breaks out between the servants of Ishbosheth and the servants of David.
III. WAR BETWEEN SAUL’S HOUSE & DAVID’S HOUSE, Chapter 3

A. David increases in strength, vv. 1-21

1. David’s house continues to grow stronger, while Saul’s house grows weaker.

2. Abner deserts Ishbosheth.

B. Abner is killed by Joab, vv. 22-39
IV. THE END OF ISHBOSHETH, Chapter 4 
A. Ishbosheth looses his courage, v. 1

B. Ishbosheth looses his life, vv. 2-12

1. Isbosheth is smitten under his fifth rib, and beheaded; his head is brought to King David.

2. The men who murdered Ishbosheth are slain themselves.

places (1 Sam. 19—23).

7. As king of all Israel,
David reigned at Jerusalem
(2 Sam. 5:1-5).

6. Among David's
conquests were Edom,
~——{ Moab, the Ammonites, the
Amalekites, and the
Philistines (2 Sam. 8:11, 12).
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
