I. PAUL AT MELITA, vv. 1-10

A. Paul and company on island called Melita (Malta).

1. The natives showed kindness to the group.

2. Paul is bitten by a poisonous snake, and yet not harmed (Mark 16:18).

3. Paul heals a sick man (cf. Mark 16:18).

B. Gifts are given to Paul and company when they depart.
II. FROM MALTA TO ROME, vv. 11-16 
A. They get another ship – description
B. They finally arrive at Rome.
1. Paul's living condition is described.

2. Remember that Paul had written to brethren at Rome three years earlier (see Rom. 1:10-15; 15:22-24).

III. PAUL'S TWO YEARS IN ROME, vv. 17-28

A. Paul calls the Jews together and describes to them his plight.

B. The response of the Jewish leaders, vv. 21-22

1. They had received no bad report about Paul.

2. "Sect" everywhere spoken against – see 24:5, 14

C. Paul preaches to the Jewish community, vv. 23-28

1. Notice that he expounded the kingdom of God and Jesus! (see also 8:12; 19:18; 28:23)
2. Some believed and some did not!
