
ACTS Chapter 9

I. THE CONVERSION OF SAUL, vv. 1-19

A. Saul on the road to Damascus, vv. 1-9 

1. See also Acts 22:4-11; 26:9-18 

2. There is a light from heaven. 

3. The Lord asks him, “Saul, Saul, why persecutest thou me?” (see also Matthew 25:40; 1 Corinthians 8:12). 

4. The Lord identifies Himself as “Jesus whom thou persecutest.” 

5. The Lord tells him it is hard for him to kick against the “pricks” (the goads – conscience: cf. 26:14; Judges 3:31). 

6. Saul is told to go into the city to be told what he must do (cf. Acts 22:10ff). 

7. He was without sight, and fasting, for three days. 

8. On Saul’s former life, see Acts 22:3ff. 26:5ff; Philippians 3:6 

B. Saul goes into Damascus, vv. 10-19 

1. A vision for Ananias: he is told of Saul. 

2. Saul will be commissioned to go to the Gentiles (see Acts 13:47; 15:12; 22:21; 26:17, 28; Romans 11:13; Galatians 2:28; Ephesians 3:1, 6, 8; 1 Timothy 2:7; 2 Timothy 1:11; 4:17). 

3. Saul is “chosen vessel” (“vessel” = “body”; see 2 Corinthians 4:7; 1 Thessalonians 4:4; 2 Timothy 2:20-21). 

4. Ananias goes to Saul; Saul is baptized (see Acts 22:16). 

II. SAUL PREACHES CHRIST, vv. 20-31 

A. Saul preaches Christ. 

1. Note the reaction. 

2. But Saul increases in strength and “confounded” (“baffled”) the Jews (see Galatians 1:15-17). 

3. The Jews plot to kill him, but he escapes their trap. 

4. Barnabas defends Saul. 

B. The churches throughout Judea, Galilee, and Samaria experience peace and growth. 

III. TWO MIRACLES OF PETER, vv. 32-43 

A. Peter heals Aeneas. 

B. Peter heals Tabitha.
