The Close of Moses’ Life
I.   THE CLOSE OF MOSES’ LIFE, 31:1-33:29

A. Moses’ words of encouragement to Israel, 31:1-8

1. Moses could not go into Canaan.

2. But they would go, and GOD would go before them!

B. Responsibility of the Israelites, 31:9-l 3

1. The Levites would read the Law at the end of every seven years.

2. The people shall HEAR, LEARN, FEAR, and OBSERVE TO DO!

C. Joshua to be Moses’ successor, 31:14-30

1. God speaks to Moses.

2. Moses speaks to Joshua, and gives him his charge.

D. The “Song of Moses,” 31:30-32:47

1. Moses’ song is a warning (see 31:20-21).

2. Note 32:4: “He is the Rock”
a. God as “Rock” (see 1 Samuel 2:2; 2 Samuel 22:2-3, 32,47; Psalm 18:2, 31, 46; 28:1; 31:2-3; 62:2, 6, 7).

b. Christ as “Rock” (see Matthew 16:18; Romans 9:33; 1 Corinthians 10:4; 1 Peter 2:8).

E. Moses will be permitted to see the Promised Land, 32:48-52 
F. Moses Blessed the Tribes, 33:1-29

II. THE DEATH OF MOSES, 34:1-12

A. The Death of Moses, 34:1-8

1. Moses ascends the mountain of Nebo, to the top of Pisgah.

2. MOSES SEES THE PROMISED LAND!

3. Moses dies at the age of 120 years.

B. Joshua Succeeds Moses, 34:9-12
