“WARNINGS & EXHORTATIONS”

I. THE COMMAND TO DESTROY THE CANNANITES, 7:1-26 

A. THE ISRAELITES SHALL ENTER THE LAND OF CANNAN, vv. 1-11
1. God shall be with Israel; Israel shall destroy the inhabitants of the land.

2. No compromise with these peoples.

3. No marriages are to be made with these peoples.

4. Their religion is to be eliminated (altars, images, groves destroyed)
a. Groves – Places where idolaters frequently placed their idols.

5. For Israel is to be a HOLY people (set apart by GOD HIMSELF!)
B. GOD’S BLESSING IS PROMISED IF THEY OBEY, vv. 12-26
1. If they obey God (hear, keep, do), God will KEEP HIS COVENANT

2. God will love, bless, multiply, prosper the nation of Israel!

3. Do not be afraid — remember God’s power in Egypt!

4. Israel was to destroy the idols, lest they become involved in idolatry through them.

II. THE COMMAND TO REMEMBER GOD’S PAST DEALINGS, 8:1-10:11

A. ISRAEL SHOULD REMEMBER GOD’S GOODNESS, 8:1-9
1. God was their leader during the forty years in the wilderness.

2. God’s purposes with them was to show them man doesn’t live by bread alone, but by HIS WORD! (compare Matthew 4:4; Luke 4:4)
3. And it Is GOD who is bringing them into THIS GOOD LAND!
B. ISRAEL SHOULD EXPRESS GRATITUDE TO GOD, 8:10-20
1. Be thankful to God! Don’t forget God!

2. Note the warning, vv. 11-14

3. What they have, God is responsible for their having
(THOUGHT: Isn’t there a powerful lesson in here FOR US???)

4. IF they forget God, they shall be destroyed, like the other nations about them.

C. ISRAEL SHOULD BE HUMBLE BEFORE GOD, 9:1- 10:7
1. Israel’s ability to be victorious before a more powerful nation than herself is because of God’s guardianship and protection over her!
2. Israel is not to posses the land because of their righteousness. They were given the land:
a. Because of the wickedness of the nations.

b. To keep the promise given to their fathers.
3. Moses reminds Israel of her unfaithfulness in the past.
4. These are warnings - exhortations - to faithfulness in the present and future.
D. THE LEVTTES ARE CHOSEN, 10:8-11
III. THE COMMAND TO COMMITMENT, 10:12 - 11:32 

A. THE CALL TO OBEDIENCE, 10:12-22
1. What God requires: fear Him, walk in His ways, love Him, serve Him, keep His commandments and statutes.

2. Is there any other God like the God of Israel? NO!
B. THE REASON FOR OBEDIENCE, 11:1-12

1. They had seen the result of them that had defied God.
2. The land they are entering will be blessed by God.
C. THE BLESSINGS FOR OBEDIENCE, 11:13-32
1. God’s blessings conditional upon obedience.
2. Do not turn aside to other gods.
5. Teach your children the ways of God!
6. Covenant of blessing & cursing, 11:26-29
(we shall see more on this in detail in 27 & 28)

THIS ENTIRE SECTION IS SUMMED UP IN VERSE 32:
“And ye shall observe to do all the statutes and judgments which I set before you this day.”
