B. WHAT IS PERSONAL EVANGELISM?

It is telling the boss about Jesus Christ.

It is bringing children to Vacation Bible School.

It is writing someone a letter expressing interest in his soul.

It is encouragement given a new member.

. It is talking the Gospel with friends, family, or associates.

. It is being a Christian example that God may be glorified by your life.

. It is knocking on doors, inviting people to a Gospel Meeting.

. It is calling people on the phone, inviting them to worship, or talking with them.
