THE PASSOVER IS GIVEN & THE TENTH PLAGUE COMES!
I. THE PASSOVER INSTITUTED, 12:1-28

* Remember the tenth plague (death of the firstborn) has been announced (11:1-10) and is coming!
A. God established the Jewish calendar, 12:1-2
B. The PASSOVER is instituted, 12:3-11

1. First month: ABIB or NISAN (our March – April).

2. Each household is to take a one year old lamb, without spot or blemish, on the TENTH day of the month and keep it until the FOURTEENTH day of the month.

3. The lamb is to be killed at EVENING on the FOURTEENTH day of the month.

4. The BLOOD of the lamb is to be put on the sides, and above, THE DOOR of the house.

5. The lamb is to be ROASTED and EATEN before morning (and eaten in haste!), with any remaining portions uneaten to be burned.

6. The day is the LORD’S PASSOVER! 
C. Why the Passover is being instituted, 12:12-20

1. God will PASS THROUGH the land of Egypt, and all the firstborn in the land, of both man and animals, shall die - it is the judgment of God!

2. But when God sees the blood, He will PASS OVER that house!

Note Exodus 12:14:
a. The day is a MEMORIAL.

b. It is a FEAST DAY unto the Lord.

c. It is to be observed by Israel as an ordinance.

d. It is to be observed throughout their generations.

DELIVERANCE! NO MORE EGYPTIAN CAPTIVITY!
3. The FEAST OF UNLEAVENED BREAD: the Passover was the first day of the Feast of Unleavened Bread.

a. All leaven was to be put out of the Israelites’ homes.

b. A holy convocation was to be called on the first day, and the last day, of the Feast (see Leviticus 23:6-8). 

c. Whoever eats leaven shall be cut off from the congregation of Israel.

* LEAVEN is used throughout the Bible as a symbol of corruption and evil: see Leviticus 2:11; Matthew 16:6-12; Mark 8:15; Luke 12:1; 1 Corinthians 15:6-8; Galatians 5:9
D. Moses commands the children of Israel to do as God had said, 12:21-28

1. DO as God has commanded - kill the lamb, place the blood, keep God’s service!

2. Teach your children the meaning of this Passover.

3. So Israel obeyed!

II. THE TENTH PLAGUE COMES, 12:29-36 

A. The Lord smote all the firstborn in the land at midnight:

1. The firstborn of Pharaoh!

2. The firstborn of all Egyptians!

3. The firstborn of the livestock!

4. A great cry arises in the land!

B. Pharaoh commands Moses and Aaron and the Israelites to leave the land.

1. They are to go with their flocks and herds.

2. They gather their possessions and leave in haste.

3. The Egyptians even give them the things they required.

THE EXODUS FROM EGYPT BEGINS!

All of what happened here has great significance for us today, for these events were a pre-figure of what was to come in Christ (Hebrews 10:1).

II. CHRIST IS OUR PASSOVER!
A. Notice these passages:

B. The PASSOVER and the LORD’S SUPPER:
1. NOTE Matthew 26:26-29
a. THE BREAD: signifying the body of Jesus, given in sacrifice for the sins of the world (see Isaiah 53; John 6:35; 8:12; 10:7, II; 11:25; 15:1, 5).
b. THE FRUIT OF THE VINE: signifying the blood of Jesus, shed for remission of sins.
2. NOTE 1 Corinthians 10:1-13
CHRIST IS OUR PASSOVER! HE IS OUR DELIVERER FROM SIN (John 8:31-36). 
SURELY WE CAN SEE THE COMPARISON BETWEEN ISRAEL’S PASSOVER AND OURS!
