THE EXODUS FROM EGYPT!
I. THE DEPARTURE FROM EGYPT, 12:37-51 
A. The children of Israel depart Egypt.

1. There are some 600,000 men (probably 2 ½ - 3 million, including women and children).

2. Also traveling with them were their flocks and herds.

3. Their time in Egypt had been 430 years!

B. The following generations would observe this night of their coming out of Egypt!

1. PASSOVER!

2. All the congregation of Israel shall keep this remembrance.

II. THE FIRSTBORN DEDICATED & THE CLOUD & FIRE, 13:1-22 
A. The firstborn among the Israelites were to be dedicated to God.

1. “Remember this day” - freedom, deliverance!

2. The Feast of Unleavened Bread - the children of Israel were to be taught the meaning of this Feast.

B. God led the Israelites the way of the wilderness.

1. The people didn’t take the direct route along the Mediterranean coast, where they would have been confronted by Egyptian armies; and also, Moses had a Divine appointment to keep (3:12).

2. God led them in a pillar of a cloud by day and a pillar of fire by night.

III. CROSSING THE RED SEA, 14:1-31

A. The Red Sea is put between the Israelites and Canaan.

1. God tells Moses that Pharaoh will pursue him, which is exactly what he decides to do.

2. The Israelites are very afraid when they see Pharaoh’s army.

3. But notice Moses’ bold pronouncement in verses 13-14, and God’s instruction in verse 15.
B. God instructs Moses:

1.  The people are to go forward.

2.  Moses is to lift up his rod and part the waters of the Red Sea.

3.   God says the Egyptians will follow.

4.   The waters of the Red Sea are parted; the Israelites cross ON DRY GROUND with a wall of water on either side of them.

See Hebrews 11:29 and 1 Corinthians 10:1-2
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C. The pursuing Egyptians are destroyed.

1.  The armies of Egypt pursue the Israelites into the midst of the Red Sea.

2.  Moses is told by God to stretch forth his hand to close the waters of the sea (see Psalm 136:10-16.

3.   So, the Egyptian armies were drowned.

IV. THE SONG OF DELIVERANCE SUNG BY MOSES & THE PEOPLE, 15:1-21 

A. Moses and the Israelites sing praise unto God.

1.  They thank Him for victory over the Egyptians.

2.  They thank Hun for His glorious power.

B. Miriam leads the women in singing and dancing unto God (happiness, joy, thanksgiving, deliverance).
