EXODUS Lesson 2
Chapters 3-4

I. MOSES’ CALL, 3:1-22
A. God calls Moses from the burning bush, vv. 1-10
1. Moses comes to Mt. Horeb (literally, “Mountain of God,” later called “Mt. Sinai”).

2. The angel of the Lord appeared to him “in a flame of fire out of the midst of a bush.”
3. The bush was not consumed by the fire, and out of it, God called Moses.

4. Moses is told to remove his shoes, because he stood on holy ground (God was present!).

5. Moses hid his face, afraid to look at God.

6. God is going to deliver His people from Egypt, and will send Moses unto Pharaoh.
B. Moses is hesitant, vv. 11-22
1. His FIRST HESITATION: “Who am I, that I should go unto Pharaoh...?”

a. God promises to be with Him.

b. God’s “token” to Moses: when the people are delivered, they will serve God on this mount!
2. His SECOND HESISTATION: Who shall Moses tell the people sent him?
a. God says: “I AM THAT I AM:...Thus shah thou say unto the children of Israel, I AM hath sent me unto you.”
b. “.. .this is my name for ever, and this is my memorial unto all generations.” 
c. Moses is to gather the elders of Israel together to explain his task.

d. God assures Moses they will listen to him. 
e. God also tells Moses that Pharaoh will not let the people God; but God will “smite Egypt with all my wonders...” 
f. The Israelites will “spoil” the Egyptians.
II. MOSES’ OBJECTIONS & RESPONSE, Chapter 4 
A. Moses’ hesitations continued, vv. 1-17
1. His THIRD HESITATION: Moses doesn’t think the people will believe his call of God.
a. God will give Moses three signs: his rod will become a serpent, his hand will become leprous, and water will become blood.
b. These three signs will be given to convince the people (compare John 20:30-31).
2. His FOURTH HESITATION: Moses professes to not be eloquent in speech.
a. God will be with Moses’ mouth. 
b. Moses asks God to send another.
c. God becomes angry with Moses, and promises to send Aaron as Moses’ spokesman.
B. Moses’ response to God’s call, vv. 18-31
1. Moses asks permission from Jethro to return to Egypt.
2. God assures Moses that all those who sought his life are now dead, so Moses returned to Egypt, prompted by God to challenge Pharaoh himself!
3. The Lord confronted Moses, and “sought to kill him” (this is obviously a warning of death).
4. Zipporah circumcised her son, and said to Moses, “Surely a bloody husband art thou to me.”
5. Moses apparently had put off circumcising his son, an act of disobedience to God (compare Genesis 17:10; Leviticus 10:1-3; Hosea 13:7-8).
6. God tells Aaron to go into the wilderness to meet Moses.
7. The elders of Israel are gathered, Aaron speaks to them, and Moses performs the signs which God had given him.
8. The people believed, and worshipped God!
IS NOW, MOSES READY TO MEET PHARAOH!
