The Construction of the Tabernacle
I. THE INSTRUCTIONS TO THE PEOPLE, 35:1 - 36:7
A. Moses instructs the people about building the Tabernacle as God commanded, 35:1-20

B. The people offer to God, as God directed, 35:21-35

C. The offerings are brought, and they are more than enough, 36:1-7
II. THE TABERNACLE IS CONSTRUCTED, 36:8 - 39:43

A. The work begins, 36:8-39:31

1. The curtains are made.

2. The boards are made.

3. The veil is made.

4. The Ark is made.

5. The table is made.

6. The lampstand is made.

7. The altar of incense is made.

8. The brass altar is made.

9. The laver is made.

10. The court is made.

11. The materials used are listed.

12. The garments for Aaron are made.

B. The work is inspected by Moses, 39:32-43

1. The children of Israel had done as God had commanded them.

2. Moses blesses the work which they had done.

III. THE TABERNACLE IS ERECTED AND INDWELT BY GOD, 40:1-38

A. Moses did as God commanded, 40:1-16

B. The glory of the Lord filled the Tabernacle, 40:17-33

C. The tabernacle is indwelt by God, 40:34-38

1. The glory of the Lord filled the Tabernacle.

2. Moses was unable even to enter.

3. The cloud of God’s glory at the Tabernacle led the people on their journey.
MOSES AS A TYPE OF CHRIST IN EXODUS
There are many “types” in the Scriptures (a person, thing, or event that represents or symbolizes another, especially another that is to come; a symbol; an emblem), and Moses surely can be seen as a type of Christ in the Book of Exodus.

1. Moses is miraculously preserved at birth- so is Christ! (Matthew 2:13-21).

2. Moses is commissioned to deliver His people from the slavery of Egypt - Christ delivers from the slavery of sin (John 8:31-36).

3. Moses declared God’s glory - Christ declared God Himself (John 1:18).

4. Moses led the children of Israel through the Red Sea, where they were baptized unto Moses (1 Corinthians 10:1-4) - we are baptized into Christ (Romans 6:3; Galatians 3:27).

5. Moses offered to make atonement for the sins of Israel (Exodus 32) - Christ makes atonement for the sins of the whole world (Hebrews 2:9).

6. Moses finished the work of building the Tabernacle (Exodus 40:33) - Christ finished His work and sat down at the right hand of God (John 5:36; 19:30).
