1. TITLE: "Exodus" means "departure" or "way out" (see 19:1; Hebrews 11:22).
2. AUTHOR: Moses

(compare Joshua 8:31-35; Exodus 20:25; Mark 12:26 with Exodus 3:6).
3. THEME / MESSAGE:
a. God's deliverance of the nation of Israel out of Egyptian bondage

(1) Israel would be in Egypt 430 years.
(2) Compare Genesis 15:13-14; Exodus 12:40; Galatians 3:16-17
b. The development of the nation of Israel.
c. The giving of the Law of Moses and the worship of the Mosaic system.
4. DATE: approximately 1400 B.C.
5. CHRIST AS SEEN IN EXODUS:
a. As GOD: compare 3:14 with John 8;58 
b. As our Passover: compare 12:5 with 1 Corinthians 5:7
c. As Manna: compare 16:14-22 with John 6:32-35 
d. As Rock: compare 17:1-7 with 1 Corinthians 10:5
e. Veil: compare 26:31 -35 with Hebrews 10:19-20
EXODUS Chapter 1
I. THE BONDAGE OF ISRAEL IN EGYPT, 1:1-7

A. The names of the children of Israel in Egypt are listed, vv. 1-6:
1. These are the sons of Jacob.

2. Joseph had already died, and his generation.
*Note: 70 went into Egypt (1:5); more than 600,000 (some 2'/3 - 3 million actually) will come out (12:37).
B. The Israelites prospered in Egypt, v 7.

1. Compare verse 7 with Exodus 12:41; Numbers 1:45-46

2. God remembered His covenant to make a great nation in Egypt (see 2:23-25; 3:1-22; 6:14-20; 12:37).

II. THE OPPRESSION OF ISRAEL BEGINS, 1:8-22

1. A new Pharaoh arises who didn't know Joseph, and he fears the Israelites growing strength.

2. The Israelites are organized into labor gangs.

3. Pharaoh's order: all male babies are to be killed at birth (but these orders were not obeyed).

4. Again Pharaoh orders the death of all male babies: they are to be thrown into the river.

ENTER MOSES. Chapter 2!

EXODUS Chapter 2
I. MOSES’ BIRTH, 2:1-10

A. Moses father and mother, vv. 1-2

1. Father = AMRAM (see 6:20; Numbers 26:59).

2. Mother = JOCHEBE (see above).

B. Moses' birth, vv. 3-10

1. He was hidden for three months (see 1:16; cf. Acts 7:20; Hebrews 11:23).

2. He mother placed him in an ark of bulrushes, and put him along the river bank.

3. He is found by Pharaoh's daughter, and rescued.

II. EVENTS AFTER MOSES' MANHOOD, 2:11-25 
A. Moses is forty years old (Acts 7:23) and kills an Egyptian.
1. The deed is discovered, and Moses flees for his life to the land of Midian.

2. There he meets and marries Zipporah, daughter of Jethro, priest of Midian (see 3:1; 18:1).

3. They have a son, GERSHOM (meaning "a stranger here"; they also have a second son-see 18:4).

B. God remembers His covenant with Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob (Genesis 15:13-16; see also Psalm 105:8, 42).
