I. JACOB MARRIES, Chapter 29 
A. Jacob meets Rachel, 29:1-14 
B. Jacob marries Leah and Rachel, 29:15-30 
C. Jacob’s children begin being born, 29:31-35
 Reuben, Simeon, Levi, Judah

II. JACOB’S CHILDREN, & LABAN, Chapter 30 
A. Jacob’s children, 30:1-24

Dan, Naphtali, Gad, Assher, Issachar, Zebulun, Dinah (daughter), Joseph

B. Jacob bargains with Laban, 30:25-43

1. Jacob desires to return to his homeland.

2. He removes all the ring staked, spotted, speckled and brown from among his flocks, and gives them to his sons.

III. JACOB’S SEPARATION FROM LABAN, Chapter 31
A. There is a strain in the relationship between Laban and Jacob, 31:1-16

B. Jacob leaves Laban, 31:17-43

C. Jacob and Laban make a covenant, 31:44-55

IV. JACOB & AN ANGEL OF GOD, Chapter 32 
A. Jacob continues on his travel, 32:1-23 
B. Jacob wrestles with an angel, 32:24-32

1. The angel is called a “man” here, but identified as an angel in Hosea 12:3-4.

2. The point: Jacob demonstrates power with regard to man and God.

3. Jacob’s name is changed to Israel (meaning, “one who strives or persists with God”)
V. JACOB & ESAU, Chapter 33

A. Esau and Jacob are reconciled, 33:1-16

B. Jacob built an altar to worship God, 33:17-20

VI. SHECHEM & THE MASSACRE, Chapter 34 

A. The situation with Dinah and Shechem, 34:1-12

1. Shechem, son of Hamor the Hivite (descendants of Ham) took Dinah, the daughter of Jacob, and lay with her.

2. Hamor asks Jacob for his daughter to marry his son.

B. The suggestion of Jacob’s sons, 34:13-24

1. The sons of Jacob answer Hamor deceitfully: they offer their daughters if Hamor and his men will be circumcised.

2. All the Hivite men of the city are circumcised.

C. The action of Simeon and Levi, 34:25-31

1. At the height of their incapacitation, Simeon and Levi attack the men of the city.

2. All the mails are slain, and the city is plundered: lying, treachery, murder, robbery

3. Jacob is fearful of reprisal
