GENESIS Chapter 7

I. GOD CALLS NOAH INTO THE ARK, vv. 1-9

A. God calls Noah and his house into the ark.

1. He had been found righteous before God.

2. He is to take clean beasts into the ark by sevens (not only for propagation, but also for sacrifices – see 8:20-21).

3. He is to bring the unclean animals in by two, male and female (see Leviticus 11 for clean / unclean”).

4. God will cause it to rain forty days and nights upon the earth.

B. Noah did all the Lord commanded him!

1. At age 600 years, Noah and his family went into the ark.

2. Noah took into the ark beasts as God had commanded him.

II. THE FLOOD, vv. 10-24 
A. The flood comes:

1. Rain falls, and water from the ground comes up (that is, subterranean or underground waters – compare see Psalm 104:6-13).

2. Noah’s family had gone into the ark, and God had shut them in.

B. The waters prevailed upon the earth: even the mountains were covered.

1. All flesh died as a result of this flood.

2. Only those in the ark survived (see 1 Peter 3:20).

3. The waters prevailed upon the earth 150 days.

ON THE FLOOD:
1. THE FLOOD EXPLAINS:

a. The theory of orogeny and orogenesis (the formation of mountains).

b. The location of boulders brought from opposite directions (glaciers can’t explain it). 
c. Ossiferous fissures (crevices at high altitudes containing bones of animals and men mixed). 
d. Oil deposits, polar caps, even the Grand Canyon.
e. Loess deposits (marine deposits on mountain tops).

f. Mass graves (fossil deposits, such as 5,000,000 Mammoth bones found in northern   Siberia and Alaska).

g. Coal deposits and the rapid formation of oil deposits (including the great pressures in deep oil wells). 

h. And many, many other things!

2. A UNVIERSAL FLOOD

a. The Bible teaches this flood was universal, over all the earth 
(note carefully 6:11-12; 7:10, 19; 8:4, 9, 11, 14; 9:1, 11)
