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I. ELIPHAZ’S 2nd SPEECH, chapter 15.

A. Eliphaz Rebukes Job, vv. 1-6.

1. Eliphaz charges Job’s arguments as void of substance (vs. 2), useless (vs. 3), and irreverent (vs. 4).

2. Job’s words are proof enough that he has a sin problem, vs. 5.

3. Job’s own mouth and tongue contributed to his self-condemnation, vs. 6. 

B. A Series of Questions Intended To Humiliate and Ridicule, vv. 7-16.

1. Sarcasm; “Who does Job think he is, the oldest man on earth therefore the wisest? vs. 7.

2. Does Job have access to God’s secret counsels? vs 8.

3. What does Job know that the friends do not know or comprehend? vs. 9.

These are unfair accusations. Job had not claimed to be wiser than the friends, but their equals. Cf. 12:3, 13:2.

4. All the aged men approve of their condemnation of Job, vs. 10.

What is assumed here is that being older naturally means being wiser. While being “long lived” affords greater opportunity for greater wisdom, it is not however axiomatic.

5. Are the consolations of God (found in their words) too insignificant for him? vs. 11.

6. Job, you are in rebellion against God, vv. 12-13.

7. Job, you are sinful before God, vv. 14-16.

C. A Dark Picture of the Wicked Man (i.e. Job), vv. 17-35.

1. Eliphaz appeals to what had been handed down from wise and mighty men, vv. 17-19.

2. The way of the wicked:

a. Painful, vs. 20.

b. Calamity, vs. 21.

c. Hopeless, vs. 22.

d. Unfulfilled, vs. 23.

e. Fearful, vs. 24.

f. Defiant and Arrogant, vs. 25.

g. Fighting against God, vs. 26.

h. Self-Indulgent, vs. 27.

i. Comes to ruin, vs. 28.

j. Impoverished, vs. 29.

k. Subject to punishment, vs. 30.

l. Will receive nothing of value, vs. 31.

m. Premature Death, vv. 32-33.

3. Possibly meaning that the wicked experience such because they are reaping what they have sown, vv. 34-35.

Most likely Eliphaz is pointing this description of the wicked to Job.
