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I. JOB’S 6th SPEECH, chapter 19.

A. Job’s Complaint Regarding Treatment By His Friends, vv. 1-5.

1. The painful words of the friends, vs. 2.

a. Vex – To afflict, cause grief.

b. “break me in pieces” – Lit “to crush”. Same word translated “bruise” in Isaiah 53:5.
2. Constant attacks of the friends, vs. 3.

3. If Job had sinned it was between him and God, vs. 4. The friends had not brought specific charges against Job.
4. The friends were acting superior to Job, vs. 5.

B. Job’s Complaint Regarding Treatment By God, vv. 6-12.

1. Job sees himself under attack. But doesn’t know why, vv. 6-7.

a. Not caught in his own net (cf. 18:8), but God’s, vs. 6.

2. Cannot pass or see to proceed, vs. 8.

3. “my glory”… “the crown” – His former honor, possessions, and health, vs., 9.

4. Hope is gone, only despondency is left, vs. 10.

5. Job feels God counts him as an enemy and has him under siege, vv. 11-12.

C. Appeal For Sympathy, vv. 13-22. (This is Job’s lowest point in the book)
1. Those that have turned from Job:

a. Brethren.

b. Acquaintances

c. Kinsfolk

d. Familiar Friends.

e. Those dwelling in his house.

f. Maids.

g. Servants.

h. Wife.

i. Children (Children of his mother – ASV)
j. Young Children.

k. Inward Friends.

l. They whom I loved.

D. The Hope of Job: His Vindication, vv. 23-27. (From the pit of despair we now see Job rise to a high point of hope and faith)
1. “Oh that my words were now written” – That is what happened, vs. 23-24.

2. Job is confident his redeemer (Heb “GO-EL”) lives and he will see God, vv. 25-27.

E. A Warning To The Friends, vv. 28-29.

1. Judgment will fall upon his friends, vv. 28-29.
