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I. JOB’S 9th SPEECH, chapter 26.

A. Job’s Response to Bildad, vv. 1-4.

1. Job asks what help has been offered. His friends have been of no help.
a. The friends have been worthless to him, vv. 2-3.
b. Obviously Bildad did not speak God’s words, so “whose spirit” was it? , vs. 4.

B. The Greatness of God Illustrated, vv. 5-14.

Job’s description of God that follows asserts His universal dominion and power:
1. In the unseen realm, i.e. the realm of departed spirits, vv. 5-6.

2. God formed of the universe, vs. 7. Cf. 9:8; Genesis 1:1-2.
Note: “hangeth the earth upon nothing” – Scientific Foreknowledge!
3. He controls the elements, vs., 8 Cf. Psalm 135:7

Note: Depiction of the water cycle – Scientific Foreknowledge! Cf. Ecclesiastes 1:7.

4. God and His abode are concealed from human sight, vs. 9.

5. God determined the boundary of the waters, vs. 10. “He hath described a boundary upon the face of the waters, unto the confines of light and darkness.” (ASV) 

Cf. Psalm 33:7.
6. He causes the mountains (pillars of heaven) to tremble, vs. 11. Cf. Psalm 18:7
7. He disturbs (lit. “move to and fro”, divideth (KJV) the sea and shatters (smiteth through) the proud, vs. 12.
8. By His Spirit He “garnished the heavens”, vs. 13.

9. The previous is just a sampling (parts, “the outskirts” ASV) of God’s power, vs. 14.

a. “Since we get an indication of God’s nature by His “little portion (whispers – ASV), who could understand if God spoke with the full voice of His thunder?”
