I. THE CONQUEST OF SOUTHERN CANAAN, 9:1 – 10:43
A. The people of the land prepare to do battle against Israel, 9:1-2
Hittites, Amorites, Canaanites, Perizzites, Hivites, & Jebusites

B. The deception of the Gibeonites, 9:3-27
1. The people of Gibeon (called “Hivites;” also called “Horites” in Genesis 36:2, 20) make an alliance with Joshua under false pretenses.
2. Joshua finds these people were not foreigners, but having made a promise not to destroy them, he keeps his agreement and spares them.
3. The Gibeonites are allowed to live, but will act as servants.
C. The destruction of the Amorite coalition, 10:1-43
1. Five Amorite kings attack the Gibeonites upon learning of their agreement with Israel.
2. The Gibeonites ask Joshua’s help.
3. God fought against these kings, even casting “great stones from heaven” upon them.
4. Joshua commands, and the sun stands still while Joshua’s forces are victorious.
5. The five kings are hanged; Joshua has complete victory over his enemies!
II. THE CONQUEST OF NORTHERN CANAAN, 11:1 – 12:24
A. The kings of the north gather in an alliance against Joshua, 11:1-15
1. Another coalition is formed against Israel.
2. God delivered them into the hands of Joshua and Israel’s army.
3. Joshua is reassured of victory by God.
