LEVITICUS Lesson 2 

Chapters 5 – 7

I. SIN OFFERING continued, 5:1-13 

A. Three examples of sin here:

1. Withholding evidence when called upon to testify, v. 1.

2. Ceremonial defilement by touching something unclean, w. 2-3.

3. Taking a vow that one does not fulfill, v. 4.

4. The way to deal with these sins: 
a. Confession, v. 5. 
b. Bringing a TRESPASS OFFERING, w. 6-13

B. The SIN OFFERING: A female lamb or goat; Two turtledoves or two young pigeons; A tenth part of an ephah of fine flour.

II. THE TRESPASS OFFERING, 5:14 - 6:7    

A. Sins through ignorance, 5:14-19

1. A RAM shall be brought (description of the ram is given).

2. It is a TRESPASS OFFERING because the person has trespassed against God's service.

3. An ATONEMENT shall be made by the priest

C. Sins against GOD and FELLOW MAN, 6:1-7

1. Examples: deceit, fraud, stealing, lying.

2. Restitution was to be made, including a twenty percent addition as penalty.

3. A TRESSPASS OFFERING was to be brought to God: a.   A RAM without blemish, brought unto the priest, b.  An ATONEMENT would be made.

III. ADDITIONAL INSTRUCTIONS CONCERNING OFFERINGS, 6:8 - 7:38

A. The BURNT OFFERINGS, 6:8-13

B. The MEAL (GRAIN) OFFERING, 6:14-23

C. The SIN OFFERING, 6:24-30

D. The TRESPASS OFFERING, 7:1-10

E. The PEACE OFFERING, 7:11-38

1. Note the peace offering could be offered as follows: 
a. THANKSGIVING, 7:12-15 
b. In fulfillment of a VOW, 7:16 
c. A VOLUNTARY (freewill) offering, 7:16

2. Further regulations are given.

3. Note also the WAVE OFFERING (7:30) and the HEAVE OFFERING (7:32).

4. Regarding all these offerings, note carefully 7:37-38
