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AUTHOR: Moses

TITLE; “Leviticus” means “pertaining to the Levites”
THEME:

1. This book is a sequel to Exodus and functions as a manual to the priestly tribe of Levi, regarding the use of the Tabernacle.

2. There is also much contained herein pertaining to all Israelites.

SETTING IN THE BIBLE:

1. Exodus ends with the building of the Tabernacle, and Leviticus begins with the Tabernacle constructed, and God speaking to Moses from it.

2. Much in Leviticus relates to the use of the Tabernacle.

WHEN & WHERE WRITTEN: about 1500 BC, in the wilderness (see Acts 7:37-38)

SOME KEY CONCEPTS IN THE BOOK:

1. The presence of God in Israelite worship.

2. Holiness.

3. The role of sacrifice.

4. The covenant with Israel
CHAPTERS l-4: The way of God by sacrificing: OFFERINGS -see Hebrews 9:22 
I. THE BURNT OFFERING, chapter 1

A. The Burnt Offering of the herd, vv. 1-9

1. Of the cattle (without blemish, and voluntarily).

2. Atonement (Hebrews 10:5-10) - a “sweet savour unto the Lord” (c£ Ephesians 5:2).

B. The Burnt Offering of the flock, sheep, and goats, vv. 10-13 
C. The Bum Offering of birds, vv. 14-17 (compare Genesis 15:10).

II. THE “MEAT” OFFERING, chapter 2

A. The “meat” offering.

1. Not flesh, but a grain offering of fine flour, baked goods -see vv. 4-5, 7.

2. This offering was made according to specific directions, and burnt in the fire.

3. No leaven was to be used (compare Exodus 12:15; cf. Matthew 16:6-12; Luke 12:1; 1 Corinthians 5:6-8; Galatians 5:9).

4. Salt was used in these offerings (cf. Numbers 18:19; 2 Chronicles 13:5; Matthew 5:13).
III. THE PEACE OFFERING, chapter 3
A. Animals of the herd or flock were used in these offerings:
1. They were to be killed at the door of the Tabernacle, and the blood sprinkled round about the altar.
2. Neither fat nor blood was to be eaten.
B. On “peace offering,” compare Isaiah 9:6-7; Luke 2:14; Romans 5:1
IV. THE SIN OFFERING, chapter 4
A. Sin offering for the PREISTS, vv. 1-12
1. A young bullock was to be used, and killed before the door of the Tabernacle.
2. Blood was sprinkled seven times before the Lord, and put upon the horns of the altar.
3. A burnt offering was to be made.
4. Note “blood” and “fire” (verses 8 & 9): a picture of Christ and judgment!
C. Sin offering for the WHOLE CONGREGATION, vv. 13-21
1. Also a young bullock was to be used, and it was to be killed before the Lord.
2. Note the specific instructions given.
D. Sin offering for RULERS, vv. 22-26
1. This offering was to be a male kid of the goats.
2. Blood was placed on the horns of the altar.
E. Sin offering for the COMMON MAN, vv. 27-35
1. Not what could be used for this offering: 
a. A unblemished female goats, v. 28. 
b. A Lamb, v. 32 
c. Two doves or two pigeons (5:7).
2. Offering was to be burnt upon the attar.
