A.  This is a psalm of THANKSGIVING.

B.  Outline:


1.  Thanks for God’s mercy, 118:1-4


2.  Thanks for God’s deliverance, 118:5-21


3.  Thanks for God’s goodness, 118:22-29

Note:  the “stone” of verses 22-24 is a Messianic reference regarding Jesus’ rejection, crucifixion, and resurrection (see Matthew 21:33-46; Luke 24; Acts 4:11; Ephesians 2:20; 

1 Peter 2:7).
