I.  PSALM 140
A.  This psalm of David is IMPRECATORY.

2.  Confidence in God for His retribution, 140:8-13

II. PSALM 141
A.  This psalm of David is a LAMENT.

B.  Outline:


1.  A request for God’s assistance, 141:1-7


2.  A determination to depend on God, 141:8-10

III. PSALM 142

A.  This psalm of David expresses CONFIDENCE IN GOD.

(for the background, see Psalm 57 and 1 Samuel 18-24).
B.  Outline:


1.  A cry of supplication to God, 142:1-5


2.  A plea for God’s deliverance, 142:6-7

IV. PSALM 143

A.  This psalm of David is PENITENTIAL 

(see also Psalms 6, 32, 38, 51, 102, 130).
B.  Outline:


1.  An appeal to God in distress, 143:1-6


2.  A prayer to God for deliverance, 143:7-12

V. PSALM 144
A.  This is a ROYAL PSALM of David.


(note the similarities with Psalm 18:1-15, and note background of 2 Samuel 22:1-18).
B.  Outline:


1.  A request to God for present deliverance, 144:1-10


2.  A petition to God for future blessings, 144:11-15
