STUDIES IN THE PSALMS, Lesson 2

Psalms 2 - 8

I.  PSALM 2

A. This is a Messianic psalm of David with the theme “The Supreme King.”

1. Compare the following verses:

a. Verse 1 with Acts 4:25-26.

b. Verse 2 with Acts 4:27.

c. Verse 7 with Acts 13:33; Romans 1:4; Hebrews 1:5; 5:5.

2. The Lord’s anointed is Jesus Christ!

B. Note the following subjects:

1. World rulers rebel against the Lord and His anointed, 2:1-3.

a. “heathen” = foreign nations.

b. The heathen plot revolt against God.

2. The Lord (the Father) sets His King (the Son) on Mount Zion, 2:4-6.

a.  The Lord scoffs at those who rebel against Him (see Proverbs 1:24-28).


b.  Those who rebel will experience God’s wrath.

3. The King (Jesus Christ) rules the earth in righteousness, 2:7-9.

a. The Son shall have the “heathen” for His inheritance:  this is a prophecy of the inclusion of Gentiles in Christ’s kingdom.

b. Compare Isaiah 60:1-3; 62:2; etc.

c. On verse 9, note the figurative expressions denoting God’s firm rule.

4. All must submit to the Son, 2:10-12.

a. The Lord must be served.

b. “Kiss the Son” = do reverence toward the Son (worship!).

c. The Son has wrath (compare 2 Thessalonians 1:6-9; Hebrews 9:27-28).

d. The blessed are those who put their trust in Him!  (Psalm 5:1; 34:22).

II.  PSALM 3

A. This is a psalm of David expressing LAMENTATION. 

B. Note the following subjects:

1. There is encouragement in God’s protection, 3:1-3.

2. God is due praise for His deliverance, 3:4-6.

3. We must recognize God’s blessing upon His people, 3:7-8.

III.  PSALM 4

A. This is a Psalm of David expressing TRUST.

B. Note the following subjects:

1. We must seek God’s help and always trust in Him, 4:1-5.

2. We must recognize God gives joy, peace, and security, 4:6-8.

IV.  PSALM 5
A. This is a psalm of David expressing LAMENTATION.

B. Note the following subjects:

1. We must entreat God to hear us, 5:1-3.

2. We must recognize God’s hatred of sin, 5:4-6.

3. We should ask God to guide us in righteousness, 5:7-10.

4. We can rejoice in God’s protection and blessing, 5:11-12.

V.  PSALM 6

A. This is a psalm of David expressing LAMENTATION.

B. Note the following subjects:

1. We should petition God for His deliverance, 6:1-5.

2. Sometimes we experience sorrows, 6:6-7.

3. We should be confident that God hears us in our distresses, 6:8-10.

VI.  PSALM 7

A. This is a psalm of David expressing LAMENTATION.

B. Note the following subjects:

1. We should confidently seek God for deliverance, 7:1-5.

2. We can appeal to God to vindicate us from slander, 7:6-10.

3. We can seek God’s judgment against enemies, 7:11-16.

4. We should praise God for His righteousness and His great name, 7:17.

VII.  PSALM 8

A. This is a psalm of David expressing PRAISE.

B. Note the following subjects:

1. God uses the weak to overthrow the mighty, 8:1-2 (cf. 1 Corinthians 1:26-29).

2. God has entrusted His creation to the dominion of man, 8:3-8 (cf. Genesis 1:26-28).

3. God is worthy of praise, 8:9.
